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REPORT FOR FEBRUARY, MARCH & APRIL, 2007 

Spiritual thought: 

Our Lord Jesus Christ Who came to the world for establishing the Kingdom of God (His Church) that followed preaching the Gospel, healing the sick and feeding the Hungry.  
1. Preaching the Gospel to everyone that includes the plan of salvation Faith Rom 10:17 Repentance Luke 13:3, 5 confession Matt. 10:32 Baptism acts 2:38, Mark 16:16 and salvation) I. Peter 3:21, Acts 2:38 Rom 10:9, and planting His Church upon the Rock (Christ) Matt 16:18.  

2. Healing the Sick:  “Then Jesus Said to them go and tell John the  things you have seen and heard that the Blind see, the lame walk ,the leppers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the  dead are raised, the poor  have the Gospel preached to them” Luke 7:22. Matt 11:4-6.
3. Feeding the Hungry: Jesus said “I have compassion on the multitude (hungry people) because they have now been with me three days and have nothing to eat” Mark 6:41-42. Mark 8:2,6-8 verses.
The mission of Jesus Christ that combined both with Christian religion and with social service.   The main aim is to preach the Gospel of Christ and making disciples through baptism and teaching them and guiding them and leading them into the church that founded by our Lord Jesus Christ.

In this mission work we were recruited by our Lord Jesus Christ
 inorder to carryout His mission work by way of preaching the Gospel, converting the people, through baptism, teaching them, exhorting them and edifying them according to the N.T. pattern. 


But we have another great task that laid upon our shoulders for feeding the hungry and clothing  half naked and healing the sick by way of providing medicines and treatment because we do not have the miraculous healing power as Jesus did for the sick and providing shelter.  Jesus said “I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink I was stranger and you took me in, I was naked and you clothed me, I was sick and you visited me and I was in prison and you came to me”.  Matt. 25:35-36.
Jesus Christ when He was on the earth and he did called the rich people for sharing their wealth to the poor by way of feeding the hungry giving water for the thirsty and clothing the poor and healing the sick with medicines but the rich men have bluntly refused to do so and they have turned their back and walked away with Sad faces.  
God has given us a very good opportunity to share the poor for what we have in our hands like the Gospel, the food, the water, the clothes, the shelter and the medicines etc., This kind of service will remain with us and go with us and we know that the wealth will not go with us for what the Bible said so.  There were 80 percent of poor people are living under miserable condition and India is one of the nations that suffering with poverty.  Eighty percent of the wealth was in the possession of twenty percent wealthiest people.  If these wealthiest people are willing to share at least ten percent out of their wealth and then you can eradicate the poverty completely from all the nations.  There will be no more terrorist and no more stealing and no more cheating and no more murderers and no more begging and no more orphans in the street.  This is the vision and the plan of our Lord Jesus Christ and His will may be accomplished as the years to come.

FLUCTAUTION OF MONTHLY BUDGET FOR INDIA’S WORK:
   
Our monthly budget that required $28,000-00 per month in order to maintain or to pay off the preachers salaries, feeding the Orphans and  taking care of Widows, buying Bibles, Electricity charges, Transportation, water charges, cooks, Office staff, postal charges and Telephone bill charges and preachers seminars and holding the Gospel meetings from time to time and Christian Literature for free distribution and other miscellaneous expenditures   on each month.  We have been receiving our monthly budget ranging from 
$ 9,000-00 to $12,000-00 by alternative months. Very often  we do make hand loans from the local merchant on a simple interest at the rate of 5% per month.  Very often we face the pressures from the local merchants for clearing the debts that we have made to meet an urgent needs.

Hence our Church executive body have called an urgent meeting and have passed a resolution in order to make a deal with the local merchants for selling one acre surplus land out of ten acres that owned by our Church organization and have sold it out  in order to clear all pending debts.  
PREACHING THE GOSPEL, HEALING THE SICK, FEEDING THE HUNGRY, GIVING WATER TO THE THIRSTY AND SAVING SOULS FOR CHRIST FOR THREE DAYS:


We have used the surplus money $5,000-00 from the sold-out one acre Church land  and have decided to hold a three days special Gospel meetings at summer vacation by including the medical camp to help the poor sick and to feed the poor sick hungry patients those who have attended for both Gospel meetings and for medical treatment.  The local senior doctors and the members of Lions Club who have volunteered and have joined with us in our Church campus by assisting the sick and have rendered service on free of cost while we have provided food, medicines and shelter for a period of three days on May 9th, 10th and 11th 2007 at Janakipeta street Church of Christ campus in Amalapuram. 
BENEFICIARIES THROGH THE MEDICAL CAMP.
 Three thousand sick patients were benefited and one hundred fifty (150) eye catract patients were got surgery and glasses were provided on free of cost.  A number of breast cancer patients and throat cancer patients were treated with minor surgeries.  
BAPTISMS : 

40 men and 30 women were baptized during the three days Gospel ministry. The whole city of Amalapuram were marvelled and wondered by seeing the great adventurous ministries that rendered by the Janakipeta street Church of Christ of Amalapuram.  The LORD JESUS CHRIST was glorified.   The total Baptisms from January through April 2007 will be 70+72=142 souls have been saved.
AN ORPHAN:

We pick up an orphan child from a street corner who was roaming in the dirtiest streets and who begs, or steal food from the vendors and who were beaten up severely when they were caught up for robbing food and who were seriously injured and who were crying and screaming with an empty stomach with a starvation condition.   This kind of children were neglected by their poor parents and by the society and let them go on in the streets for begging.  These children wear dirty clothes and their hair become pad and their body contaminated with an allergic and scratches their body with their sharpen nails until it got wounded with bleeding and no one notice and care for them and about their horrible condition and they sleep at some ones porchments in the cool nights and having no blankets to cover their naked shivering bodies.  On the next day these street children woke up and watch the other beautiful children who were well dressed up and go to their respective schools with smiling faces and with colorful attires and these street children watch the beautifully dressed children and got discouraged and shed tears through their cheeks and then wipe out with their dirty fingers.  I pray the Christian saints for adopting one of the orphans or the street children that costs you $35-00 per month and this is how you can raise a neglected child as a good Christian citizen and this is how we can eradicate the crime or otherwise these children will become thieves, criminals and murderers and cause unrest to the nations and to the society and even they become terrorist in the country.  God smiles on you when you have a merciful an eye and with a compassion eye upon these neglected orphan child.
